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Focus on our Breeders:
Wendy Staub has been breeding American Sport Horses on her small farm, Magic Rose Farm, in Pennsylvania for over 20 years with her husband and son. Several

of their foundation mares they still own. The Staub’s produce two or three foals a year, always
striving to improve the quality of their horses and plan for the future, not only for themselves, but
also for the future of American breeding. Wendy researched, traveled to Europe, and learned all she
could about international bloodlines. Wendy’s mother, Linda Seybold of Churchville, Maryland,
also mentored Wendy as she began breeding Warmbloods when Wendy was a child in an effort to
mount them both on exceptional horses for competing in dressage, eventing, for foxhunting and US
Pony Club functions. A few of these are the stallion Gold Luck, and superb broodmares,
Diamonette (Aka Enough Said), Graphitti and Goldkatze, and the FEI Dressage mare Gretta, among
others. She has long since retired and Wendy is now breeding their fifth and sixth generations.

Wendy is very pleased with the results of their efforts and evolution of their program. They kept the fourth generation stallion Beste Gold ( Belucci -Goldkatze)
(pictured top left and top right) whose competition career began with winning the 3 Year Olds Colts Under Saddle at Dressage at Devon. They continued with

USDF regional titles in 2003 and 2004, and qualification for all FEI 5 Year Old Championships. The decision for Wendy to com pete
on Beste Gold herself as Owner/ Breeder/ Rider has overall been a good one, even though, at age 46, she had never shown recognized
or competed in Dressage. (Beste Gold ridden by Wendy is pictured left photo credit: GRC Photography) A field injury in March 2005
put Beste Gold on restricted exercise, with no canter work, but allowed them to show once a month. In spite of being stall bound for
months during breeding and the competition season, he always rose to the occasion and won many classes at the largest shows, some
with scores near 70% and often with 8's and the occasional 9. In 2005 they finished 19th nationally in the Musical Freestyle
Challenge, 26th in Open Musical Freestyle, and 56th at First Level 4 Beste Gold is now healthy and their education together can
continue in 2006. In 2004, they were USDF/GAIG Region I Reserve Champion at First Level AA, and qualified for all national YSDF
and USEF finals for FEI 5 Year Olds. Majic Rose Farm presented Beste Gold for stallion licensing at their farm's first AWR/ASPR

inspection in the October drizzle. Most of the breeders present were new to the inspection process and found the judges to be very helpful and constructive. Many
were very impressed with the AWR efforts to educate them for the future making it a positive experience for all.
BESTE GOLD achieved First Premium Premiere with an overall score of 8.0, becoming the highest scoring stallion licensed in 2005, and one of the very select
group of AWR Premiere stallions in the USA. The American Warmblood Registry inspectors remarked on the wonderful

temperament of his foals and on Beste Gold's abilities as a "Stemplehengst" to stamp the
foals in his likeness and always improve on the mare's qualities. The seven offspring
inspected received First Premium three of which received Premiere. All exhibited Beste
Gold's kind, intelligent temperament, correct conformation and fantastic, balanced
movement.
Beste Gold's daughter B'Gilded (pictured left photo credit: Toni Mayr, Hunter’s Green
Photography) out of the recently deceased mare Gephallen Mir was site Champion with an
8.2 overall, scoring an 8.7 on movement. Another Beste Gold filly named Beste Harmony
(pictured right) was Reserve with an 8.1 overall, scoring 8.5 on movement. The colt Beste Prospect (pictured left photo credit:
Tracee Atlee Photography) out of First Premium mare Grassy Creek XX was right behind her, also scoring an 8.1 overall.

Seven other mares were also inspected. Joann Healey's Jumper mare Receptively XX received First Premium, as did our own Davigna
MRF and Angela Panna's Dressage type mare Fancy Delray.
On the American Sportpony side, three ponies were presented including our young stallion Hot Shot
MRF (pictured at right). He received a First Premium with a 7.7 overall to receive his stallion
license. Virginia Zickafoos' mare Stonegate Galathea and filly Stonegate Dorigen each received
First Premium.
As the past owner of over 40 ponies, Wendy has always had a passion for them: breeding the
occasional Dressage and Hunter types for her own interests. She was even surprised when she
realized how seriously she SHOULD be considering a Pony program. Nine years ago, Wendy bred a

mare named Jest Dreamin' whose quality as a sport pony type was such that at 12.2h they free jumped her to over 4'. Wendy was
totally hooked for life. Wendy kept Jest Dreamin’ for her American Sportpony breeding program, but loaned her to continue her
career in competition. Jest Dreamin’ will come home this year to be bred to Hot Shot MRF and inspected and performance tested ASPR to satisfy another of
Wendy’s equine obsessions.

Hot Shot MRF (pictured left) is by the Welsh stallion Red Hot Pepper and out of the Staub’s lovely First Premium mare Davigna
MRF (by Davignport). Davigna has several Hunter Breeding Championships to her name in and is daughter to one of our foundation
mares Alpenglow (by Abundance). Alpenglow was full sister to Olympic show jumper Stars and
Stripes, half sister to Watermark Farm's AWR (First Premium) Stallion Again and Again, and
USEF Five time Working Hunter Horse of the Year Ruxton; and Dam of Gretta and several other
FEI level dressage horses. Hot Shot MRF won ASPR High Point Pony Awards at two of the 2005
USDF Sport Horse Breeding Shows in the Staub’s region. They are excited to offer these
successful bloodlines to future breeders.
Wendy is pleased with their successes and Magic Rose Farm is proud to support future generations

of American Sport Horse and Pony breeding, and the excellent quality of horses being bred specifically for American riders.
They are optimistic for 2006 for Beste Gold foals and their continued success in USDF DSHB competition.
Beste Gold will be at the MD Horse World Expo Jan 19-22, PA Horse World Expo Feb 24-26, and Equine Affair in Ohio April
